3. Attendance has maintained at unusually high levels, even to the point of slight increases over
previous nights. We have gotten reports of similar steady or increased attendance from other
sites as well.

4. Alady realized her job would prevent her from coming to the meetings on the weekends, so she
decided to quit her job altogether and come to the meetings instead.

5. We understand that a growing group of people listen to the presentation live and then watch it
again later online. In the live site at Madison Campus, a growing number who come to the first
session stay also for the second session for a double blessing.

6. One of the churches in West Virginia, at first reluctant to be a downlink site, now report that
they “can hardly wait to the next meeting and look forward to each new message...the passion
for the Lord comes out in each service, and we who are members are also learning depth to
what we already know which is bringing out a new passion and love for the Lord in us.”

7. Here is the testimony of a young adult from Canada: “I'm Ruby, a 20 year-old hailing from
Surrey, British Columbia. | want to thank Dr. Clouzier (sic) and everyone else. Prophecies
Decoded opened a door to more than a little knowledge.
